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In 1967 a group of guys at Prince Henry hospital, who had sustained spinal cord
injuries due to workplace and vehicular accidents, were faced with the prospect
of going into aged care facilities when the hospital was being closed down. Their
average age was 28 years and they were isolated from the community — this
formed the basis of Spinal Cord Injuries Australia (SCI Australia) . Since then,
SCI has delivered over 14 programs to support people with spinal cord injury

from hospital, through rehabilitation, back to home and work — a return to life.

When people are severely injured
their lives and those of their
family and friends are changed
forever. Some now have the most
satisfying job of their lives as
Ambassadors with SCI

Australia .
